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Berms
Berms provide a barrier around the storm 
drain inlet, allowing washwater to pool.

Storm Drain Covers/Mats 
These devices cover storm drain grates, 
creating a quick seal, thus preventing 
washwater from entering the storm 
drain system.  Storm drain covers/mats 
(magnetic vinyl mats, PVC drain covers, 
polyurethane mats, and others) allow 
washwater to accumulate on top of it 
until the pressure washing activity is 
complete and the washwater can be 
collected for proper disposal.  

Vacuums/Pumps
Devices such as wet/dry vacuums, sump 
pumps, and vacuum pumps collect 
washwater.  These devices typically have 
an extension (vacuum boom) which 
allows the washwater to be collected 
efficiently. 

Power washing is one way we can improve water quality.  Power washing 
parking lots, sidewalks, and driveways and collecting and depositing 
of the washwater keeps pollutants from ending up in our waterways.Vacuum Boom

Vacuum booms are an attachment for the 
vacuum device.  The boom typically rests 
flush on the ground and draws washwa-
ter through small holes on the bottom of 
the boom.
